Time change weekend! We spring forward. How appropri-
ate that this transition occurs during Lent. Here are some 
suggestions and prayers you might consider adding to your 
Disciple’s Toolkit. 
 

Spring… the Winnie the Poor character, Tigger comes imme-
diately to mind. Tigger has bounce in his step and joy in 
meeting others. Each encounter is a potential adventure. 
Obstacles and adversity are opportunities to grow and 
learn. Life can be difficult, but with God it can also be filled 
with hope and love. 
 

Something Tigger might have prayed was written by St. 
Teresa of Avila. It is a wonderful prayer to reflect upon dur-
ing times of distress. It helps me maintain focus and stay on 
the right path in following our Lord.  
 

 Let nothing disturb you, 
 Let nothing frighten you, 
 All things are passing away: 
 God never changes. 
 Patience obtains all things 
 Whoever has God lacks nothing; 
 God alone suffices. 
 

He’s got the whole world in His hands. I just need to coop-
erate with Him and not let fear get in the way of trusting 
Him… and keep on springing forward. 
 

Thinking about change… I love and hate The Serenity Prayer. 
When it is my favorite prayer, I am generally on stormy seas 
hoping to see our Savior walking my way. This prayer was  
written by the American theologian Reinhold Niebuhr.  
 

The best-known form which I have memorized is: God, 
grant me the serenity to accept the things I cannot change, 
Courage to change the things I can, And wisdom to know 
the difference. 
 

The longer form is one I am adding to my Lenten daily ex-
perience this year: 
 

 God, give me grace to accept with serenity 
 the things that cannot be changed, 
 Courage to change the things 
 which should be changed, 
 and the Wisdom to distinguish 
 the one from the other. 
 

 Living one day at a time, 
 Enjoying one moment at a time, 
 Accepting hardship as a pathway to peace, 
 Taking, as Jesus did, 

 This sinful world as it is, 
 Not as I would have it, 
 Trusting that You will make all things right, 
 If I surrender to Your will, 
 So that I may be reasonably happy in this life, 
 And supremely happy with You forever in the next. 
 

Prayers such as those by St. Teresa and Reinhold Niebuhr I 
need to sit with, hold in my heart and ponder. These need 
to be savored like a fine wine, not chugged to get done and 
get out of the way… because Lent is a time to change the 
way I react to the circumstances of life. 
 

Sometimes things are moving more quickly. I use shorter 
prayers and versions of prayers to help me refocus on who I 
am and why I am here. Like a quick cup of coffee, they help 
give me purpose and energy. For example, I use the shorter 
version of the Serenity Prayer as well as The Glory Be to help 
me as I prepare to meet or speak with someone. Other prayers 
which quickly come to my lips… as I pass the statue of our 
Blessed Mother on the rectory stairway: “O Mary, conceived 
without sin, pray for us who have recourse to thee.” When I 
am bowing or genuflecting to the real present of Jesus Christ: 
“O Jesus in the most Blessed Sacrament, I adore you.” And as I 
am putting on my vestments before mass I pray: “Jesus, Mary 
and Joseph I give you my heart and my soul. Jesus, Mary and 
Joseph assist me in my last agony. Jesus, Mary and Joseph may 
I breathe forth my soul in peace with you. Amen.” Even my cell
-phone triggers “Dear Jesus, I love you.” When I going to visit a 
parishioner, “St. Jerome, pray for us.” St. Paul challenges us to 
pray always and God gives me opportunities and reasons to 
pray each and every day. These prayer bursts help me stay on 
course and help me in being conscious of God’s loving pres-
ence. 
 

The Prayer of St. Richard is one I tend to sing rather than 
say. I am grateful to the play “Godspell” which took tradi-
tional prayers and hymns and gave them a different musical 
interpretation. Godspell introduced me to the Prayer of St. 
Richard: “Day by Day.”  
 

Thanks be to you, our Lord Jesus Christ, for all the benefits 
which you have given us, for all the pains and insults which 
you have borne for us. Most merciful Redeemer, Friend and 
Brother, may we know you more clearly, love you more 
dearly, and follow you more nearly, day by day. Amen. 
 

We follow Jesus one step at a time, one day at a time. We 
need to address what God has brought us to and trust that 
He will help bring us though the gift of today: the present. 
Let us continue to spring forward. Let us continue to use 
today as a time of growth. It is time to change weekend.

DID YOU KNOW? 
 

A priest who is visiting the Archdiocese to minister for 
more that 15 days is required to complete a VIRTUS 
Protecting God’s Children Adult Awareness Program, or 
present certification that states they have already com-
pleted a safe environment program.  Archdiocesan offi-
cials will review alternative safe environment programs to 
ensure that they meet the standards held in our archdio-
cese for content and training protocols.  These require-
ments are not just for priests—any bishop, deacon, reli-
gious brother or sister ministering in the archdiocese, 
must be cleared before beginning their ministry.
